Webquest Directions for Students – Day 1
1. Please follow the instructions online and complete the Venn Diagram analysis on your own.  Then, the class will come back together to discuss your findings. You will turn in your Venn diagram for grading. Please see the rubric for how you will be graded.
Since the National History Day theme for 2012-13 is Turning Points in History: People, Ideas, Events, you will explore primary sources that could relate to this theme. During our lessons we will discuss how these topics could be turned into a NHD project.
2. Go to http://suite101.com/article/facts-george-washington-a33450. Read the article about George Washington. This is a secondary source, so pay particular attention to the style of this article.  You will be comparing it with a primary source. 
3. To find a primary source about George Washington, open a new tab, and go to http://historyexplorer.americanhistory.si.edu/. 
a. On the right side in the box under the word “Explore” type George Washington.  In the drop down menu that says resource type, drop down to “primary sources”. Click search.
b. The 7th result should say “General George Washington Military Leader”. Click on it, then click “get resource” in the red box towards the upper right corner.
c. Click down to page 5. It should say “Transcript of a letter written by the 1st Virginia Regiment to George Washington, December 31, 1758” at the top. Read this letter. It is a primary source, so pay particular attention to style of this letter. You will compare it to the secondary source you read earlier about George Washington.
4. To make your Venn Diagram, open a new tab, and go to http://www.readwritethink.org/files/resources/interactives/venn/. Put in the title “comparing sources”, put your name in the box labeled “by”, in the box “label circle 1” type primary sources. In the box, “label circle 2” type secondary sources. 
a. Then, click “next” towards the top.  A short demo will appear, watch the demo, clicking “next” after each step.  Fill out the Venn Diagram comparing the primary and secondary sources you read.  DO NOT put specific facts from either source in the Venn Diagram.  I am looking for characteristics of that type of source.  For example: Who writes each type of source? When is each type of source written? What kind of information does each source provide? What is an example of each type of source? What was the same about both sources? Your Venn Diagram should have a minimum of 10 entries for full credit.
b. When you are finished, click “finish”, then “print”. Bring your Venn Diagram back to the classroom for the class discussion and to turn in at the end of class. If some students finish early, allow them to explore the http://historyexplorer.americanhistory.si.edu/ site for other primary sources that might be interesting to them. 
5. Once everyone has finished their Venn Diagram, come back to share as a class.  

Webquest Directions for Students – Days 2-3
1. Please follow the instructions online and complete the analysis questions on your own.  Then, the class will come back together to discuss your findings. You will turn in your analysis for grading. Please see the rubric for how you will be graded. The purpose of this activity is to familiarize you with the different types of primary sources available and also some of the places you can find primary sources online for your own research. 
2. To find a first person account of the war, go to http://historyexplorer.americanhistory.si.edu/. 
a. On the right side in the box under the word “Explore” type Revolution.  In the drop down menu that says resource type, drop down to “primary sources”. Click search.
b. On the second page of results, the first results should say “First Person Account: Lydia Post”. Click on it, then click “Get resource” in the red box.
c. Please note that the video was composed of many paintings and drawings of the revolution.  We are not told if they are primary sources, but the words are a primary source.  When analyzing this video, please focus on the words.
3. To find a soldier’s account of the British Surrender at Yorktown, go to http://www.eyewitnesstohistory.com. Click on “18th century” at the top. In the second column, click the bullet that says “The British Surrender at Yorktown, 1781”. Scroll down to the words in red font.  Please read it, and ask yourself, “Why is this a primary source?”
4. To find a letter from Columbus, go to http://www.americanjourneys.org.  Click on the “Find a document” tab at the top. Scroll down to the year 1493, Letter from Columbus to Ferdinand and Isabella Concerning the Colonization and Commerce of Española. In the right hand column, click on AJ-064. Then, click on “Read this document” on the right side. On the left side, click on each page to read it. (No need to read the small font on page 273.)  Ask yourself, “Why is this a primary source?”
5. To find a picture of a 1900s classroom, go to http://www.lib.uiowa.edu/iwa.  On the left, click on “digital collections”. In the topic drop down menu, go to “classrooms”.  Result # 14 should say “6th and 7th grade pupils of Salem High School, Salem, Iowa, 1900s”. Study this picture and ask yourself, “Why is this a primary source?" 
6. To find a women’s suffrage poster, go to http://www.lib.uiowa.edu/iwa again. Under special projects, click on “Women’s Suffrage”. Click on “Iowa’s Suffrage Scrapbook, 1854-1920”. Click the tab that says “Home”. In the middle of the page, click on the document titled “Twelve Reasons Why Women Should Vote”.  Read it and ask yourself, “Why is this a primary source?”
a. You may work with a partner for the next activity, but each person is responsible for knowing every answer on the analysis sheets.  Once you have finished the webquest, please see your teacher for your partner. 
b. You may choose three of the primary sources you viewed today or yesterday. You will probably want to go back to the sources you choose to view again while completing your analysis worksheets.  
c. Each partner will need a different colored pen to complete these sheets.  Both partners must write an equal amount on each analysis sheet in their own color.  You will be graded on all the responses on each sheet, so be sure you and your partner agree on the answers you write. Both partners should help formulate the answers to each question, but only one partner will write at a time. 
7. When you are finished, please turn in your analysis sheets.
