National Farm Strike May 13th
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|A Few Facts About Tile -

Some of the newspapers, including the Des Moines Register, carried
the story that the foreclosure sale at the Primghar courthouse on April
27 was carried out by the sheriff. That is either a rank and indefensible
inaccuracy or a deliberate falsehood. !

The sheriff and his 22 or 23 deputies, armed with pick axe handles,
wagon spokes, “saps” and other such equipment did crack the heads of a
few farmers but they were quickly disarmed and made to kiss the Ameri-
can flag. One deputy was made to kiss the sole of his shoe. The farmers
were not armed until they took the clubs of the deputies.

Instead of the sheriff beating off the farmers and holding the sale, the
farmers brought about a settlement by which the farmer-debtor paid
$2,000 in cash; he will pay $500 on July 1, and the balance of the $6,000
mortgage at his own option within the next two years. The farmer had
once offered $2,500 spot cash and the remainder on terms: This settlement
was announced from the courthouse steps after the deputies had been dis-
armed. Does this sound likg the*sh?eri*ff "‘sticcesssful[l,\y carried out the sale?”

The militia was sent into Crawford county following the beating ad-
ministered another bunch of officers when an attempt was made on April
27 to sell the chattels of a farmer by the name of Shields. Subsequently,
the sale of the Shields chattels was held under the protection of the mili-
tia and the Des Moines Register printed a picture of the crowd at the sale,
a large arrow pointing to the machine gun facing the farmers. Obviously
the emphasis on the machine gun was one of intimidation.

But the newspapers didn’t say that a settlement had been agreed upon
before the sale was held by the militia; that there were two bidders at the
sale; that the proceeds of the sale were less than had been offered in prev-
ious attempts at settlement by the Council of Defense; that the chattel
holder asked the commander of the militia and the sheriff not to hold the
sale; that it was apparent the sale was held because certain oiffcials want-
ed to go through with the “show” with the militia. Why are details of this
kind given no publicity?

o % % %

When the militia searched the home of C. J. Schultz, chairman of the
Plymouth County Holiday Ass’n., they jerked the telephone receiver from
the telepone although Mrs. Schultz, a woman of probably 60 years of age
was the only one at home. When the militia searched the house of a
neighbor of the Schultzs’ there was no one at home and the house was
locked, They entered the house, yanked the telephone receiver from the
telephone, searched the house, turned the bedding upside down and left
with an automatic shotgun and shells.

When the 'militia went to the home of Simon Tjossen, head of the
Modern 76’ers in O’Brien county, they were told he was away on business
and told when he would return. The militia entered the house and officers
searched his writing desk and read his personal papers. Tjossen is a Quak-
er and a former president of the O’Brien county Farm Bureau.

When a farmer in Plymouth county heard his neighbor’s cattle bawling
and hogs squealing he went to investigate. He found no one at home and
proceeded to water and feed the stock and milk the cows. The, militia came
while he wae milking and told him to stay off the farm and take care of
his own business or they might have to take him to jail. Why are details
of this kind given no publicity?

When some of the newspapers said civic organizations and farm organ-

"izations had asked the governor to keep the militia at LeMars they “neg-

lected” to say that at least one of the civic clubs was the Lions Club and
§é5fcal‘1ed farm organization was the Farm Bureau. Why are details of

this kind given no publicity?
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Col., Frank Knox telephoned:

"Mr. Leach of our staff has just been out in
the Middle West country where the farmers! strike
is on. We just got a telegraphic despatch
saying that the District Attorney out there is
contemplating the possibility of bringing on
suits agalnst some of these farmers for violation of
interstate commerce for interfering with some of the
trucks crossing the state lines.

If a federal officer steps into that picture
there 1is going to be hell to pay. Leach makes the
suggestion that the Farm Board get on the job and
go to these people and instead of threatening them
with legal proceedings that will cost a lot of votes,
go out and tender thelr cooperation in forming
cooperatives of this group and instead of carrying on
this fight be constructive instead of destructive,

Even 1f it does not succeed it will minimise or destroy
any criticism,

If the federal government goes after these
fellows - they are mad and are going to see red,
and nothing on God's earth can change their minds
after that.,"

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MARTIAL LAW FOR FARMERS
brm STUPIDITY is H:_m@ upon stupidity the farm conflict in Iowa
grows more OSﬁSOﬂw.

Perhaps the farmers themselves are basically to blame—for speculat-
ing in war boom land values, for helping to foist upon the country a
gold-brick high tariff, for voting reactionary administrations into office
in Washington during 12 years, for opposing labor and progressive move-
ments which might have achieved more justice for the toilers of factories
and farms. ¢

We cannot condone the cowardly attack of some of those farmers in
mobbing an unarmed judge who was serving the law which they them-
selves helped to make.

But regardless of original blame, the authorities of Iowa have acted
with complete lack of intelligence in handling a dangerous situation.
To think that the farm revolt can be put down by militia is a particu-
larly vicious delusion. A government cannot conquer an entire popula-
ticn by force, not at least an American population. When a whole popu-
lation is trapped by laws and contracts that can no longer be enforced
without the ruin of that population—as is the case in many farm-mort-
gage counties of the country—either the government must find some way
of modifying the laws or face revolution.

For all of the loose talk in America about red revolution and menaces
of the kind that exist only in the hysterical imaginations of ﬁmﬁdogou!
Americans are slow to understand that actual revolution already exists
in the farm belt. To be sure it is only local in scope, but national revo-
lution begins in local revolt against laws, sheriffs, judges, courts, militia.
When that local revolt springs from old native stock, conservatives-fight-
ing for the right to hold their homesteads, there is the warning of a
larger explosion.

The only thing the authorities can think of in the emergency is to
call out troops and declare martial law. They even go to the point of
declaring that these farm rioters are to be tried by courts-martial. On
second thought that seems to have been modified in part, permitting later
trials by civilian judges but giving a military council jurisdiction in the
preliminary hearings and preparation of evidence for the trials.

By allowing the military to usurp the powers of the civil courts the
Towa authorities are giving the embattled farmers one more grievance
for revolt. The American Civil Liberties Union has reminded Gov. Her-
ring that the U. S. Supreme Court last year :w—mi that the mere fiat
of a governor declaring that grounds existed for placing a given district
under martial law was not binding on the courts and that an injured
party would have standing in the courts to upset such action.”

The authorities with their courts-martial plan have done more to under-
mine law and order than the farmers who attacked the judge.
