Recreate History
The purpose of this assignment is to put yourself in the mind (setting, clothing, etc.) of an historical figure and attempt to tell a story about a photo.
Recreate a Photo
In this option you find a picture and choose a person or object in the picture to voice.  Choose whether you would like your character to talk directly to the audience (monologue) or talk to themselves in personal reflection (soliloquy). Write a script answering the following questions. 
· What are feeling? Infer from facial expression and setting.
· Why did you pose the way you did? What were you trying to tell the viewer?
· What are you doing?
· Why are you a significant (or represent a group) historical figure?
· Tells us details about you and the time that you live? (date, age, events going on around you)
Process
1. Find a picture from the National Archives that relates to your theme/era and download it.
2. Gather any people, props, clothing items that you can use to recreate the look and feel of the image.
3. Scout a location that most closely matches your image.
4. Using a digital camera or a cell camera have the teacher, another student, or a tripod act as a camera person while you share your script.
a. Variation: Team up with a partner and an image with two people and record a dialogue from script.
5. Submit the original and your video. Link, embed, or upload video according to the teacher’s instructions.
