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	Prior Learning (background information, vocabulary)
The student will need to know:
1. A basic geography of the world.
2. How to use their textbook or internet for researching purposes.

	Day 1:
1. Students will get a brief introduction to Herbert Hoover and his life using the biographical sketch provided by the Herbert Hoover Presidential Library and Museum.
2. Handout the Analysis Sheet for the lesson plan and discuss directions. They can do this either in groups on individually. The students will look at 3 clues to help them figure out which country is being discussed. Some of the clues are photographs, some are documents and some are verbal clues. They need to fill out the analysis sheet as they go along and write which country they believe it is in the last box. 
3. Once they believe they have each country figured out, have the teacher check them for accuracy until all 20 countries are correct.
4. After the students have all 20 countries correct, they should label all of the countries on the blank map of the world, along with the capital of each country.
